Poézia & performancia. Vychodoeuropska perspektiva, ktoru kuratorsky pripravili
Tomas Glanc, Daniel Grun a Sabine Hansgen. Vystavny projekt predstavi viac nez
Styridsat umelcov, basnikov a tvorivych zoskupeni z krajin byvalej Vychodnej Eurépy,
ako aj suCasné umelecké pozicie v prepdjani poézie a performancie. Otvorenie

sa uskutocéni v ¢ase od 18:00 do 20:00 sériou viacerych kratkych vystupeni.

V druhej polovici 20. storocia sa mnohi basnici a umelci chopili vyzvy, ktoru
predstavovalo premysSlanie a skimanie inStrumentalizacie jazyka v prospech
jeho komunikacnych a politicko-ideologickych ucelov. Okrem iného obratili
svoju pozornost na ,prefabrikovanost” jazyka, na jeho materidlny a medialny
rozmer. Vytvarali tiez performativne situacie, vacsinou len pre seba a pre svoje
Uzke publikum, pricom moznosti verbalneho vyrazu rozohravali a testovali.

Vo Vychodnej Eurépe poézia v spojeni s performanciou hrala vyznamnu

ulohu v neoficialnej alebo CiastoCne tolerovanej kulturnej scéne.

Praktiky samizdatového pisomnictva a ich vztahy ku konkrétnej a vizualnej
poézii boli uz predmetom celého radu predoslych vystav a vyskumov.
Doposial'sa vSak v tejto suvislosti venovalo malo pozornosti suvislostiam

s performanciou. Okrem strojopisnej kultury samizdatu sa v subkultirnych
prostrediach venovala zvlastna pozornost zivému prednesu poézie, vystavam
a poetickym akciam. Vzajomny vztah medzi textom a situaciou v poetickom
akte sluzil ako spustaci mechanizmus performancii a happeningov.

Vystava predstavuje autorov zo subkulturnych okruhov v byvalych socialistickych
Statoch vychodnej Eurépy spolo¢ne so su¢asnymi umeleckymi projektami, ktoré
pokracuju v odkaze prepdjania poézie s performanciou. Ukazuju sa tu intencie
basnikov a umelcov vymanit sa z kontrolovaného jazyka a z normativnych
komunikaénych ramcov.

Novéa synagdga in Zilina presents the exhibition Poetry & Performance.

The Eastern European Perspective curated by Tomas Glanc, Daniel Grun and
Sabine Hansgen. The exhibition brings together more than forty artists, poets
and creative groups from the countries of the former Eastern Europe as well as
contemporary artistic positions. The exhibition will be opened on December 22"
from 6 p.m. to 8 p.m. by a series of several performances and will run until

March 10" 2018.

In the second half of the twentieth century, poets and artists in particular took
up the challenge of reflecting on and investigating the instrumentalization

of language for communicative and political-ideological purposes. They did
so by drawing attention to the “made-ness” of language, its material and
medial dimension, and by creating performative situations for themselves
and their audiences within which possibilities of verbal expression could be
tested and acted out. In Eastern Europe, poetry and performance played

a significant role in the unofficial or partially tolerated cultural scene.

The writing practice of samizdat and its relation to the devices of concrete and
visual poetry have been treated and presented in a number of previous projects.
Until now however, less consideration has been given to the circumstances of
performance. In addition to the typescript literature of samizdat, subcultural
milieus attached particular importance to the oral recitation of poems,
exhibitions, and poetry actions. The interrelation between text and situation

in poetic acts functioned as a trigger for performances and happenings.

The exhibition presents authors from subcultures in socialist states along
with contemporary positions that continue the legacy of combining poetry
and performance. It shows the efforts of poets and artists to break free from
controlled language and normative communicative now and then. Poetry

& Performance. The Eastern European Perspective thus confronts the
current social challenges in the post-socialist countries through the prism
of language and ideology and looks back at their points of departure.
