- European Postdoctoral Fellowships are open to researchers
moving within Europe or coming to Europe from another part of
the world to pursue their research career. These fellowships
take place in an EU Member State or Horizon Europe
Associated Country and can last between 1 and 2 years.
Researchers of any nationality can apply.

- Global Postdoctoral Fellowships fund the mobility of
researchers outside Europe. The fellowship lasts between 2 to
3 years, of which the first 1 to 2 years will be spent in a non-
associated Third Country, followed by a mandatory return
phase of 1 year to an organisation based in an EU Member
State or Horizon Europe Associated Country. Only nationals
or long-term residents of the EU Member States or Horizon
Europe Associated Countries can apply.

The EU provides support for the recruited researcher in the form

of a living allowance, a mobility allowance, and, if applicable,

family, long-term leave, and special needs allowances.

Interested researchers apply together with a host organisation,

which can be a university, research institution, business,

SME, or other organisation based in an EU Member State or

Horizon Europe Associated Country.

- contributions to publications;

- contributions to further education measures, in particular
for young scientists; and

- contributions to the organization of conferences.

As a rule, the maximum contribution for research projects is

CHF 50°000 (max. duration of the project: 1 year), for the

other types of contribution CHF 10’000 (here: own financial

contribution or partial financing by other organizations/
institutions is assumed).

On behalf of the State Secretariat for Education, Research and
Innovation (SERI), swissuniversities awards annual allowances
for cotutelle de thése projects concluded between Swiss
and European universities. The condition for support is that
there is a valid cotutelle agreement between the two universities
for the project in question. The allowance is intended to go
toward travel and living expenses incurred by the PhD candidate
and their supervisor. The maximum amount awarded is CHF
